Intro wksp to Andean traditions after breakfast 9–11:30 AM. Lunch. 
Explore Pisac ruins, afternoon. PM Paz y Luz.  
 
Tuesday July 24, Day 05: /Pisaq, Sacred Valley 
Trip to ancient sacred sites, ceremony. PM at Paz y Luz. 
 
Wednesday July 25, Day 06: /Cusco 
Drive to Zona X above Cusco, the womb of Pachamama cave. Receive 
the Pampa Misayoq Rite from a Q’ero Shaman. Stay in San Blas Cusco.  
 
Thursday July 26, Day 07: Cusco 
Explore the ancient temples above Cusco: Tambo Machay, Q'enko, 

Sacsaywaman. Prepare small bag leave luggage San Blas, Cusco. 

Friday July 27, Day 08:  Machu Picchu/ Aguas Calientas 
Morning train, a guide at Machu Picchu. Hotel in Aguas Calientas. 
 
Saturday July 28, Day 09: Machu Picchu/Aguas Calientas 
Dawn meditation at Machu Picchu with shaman. Hotel Aguas Calientas. 
 
Sunday July 29, Day 10: Cusco 
Train returning to Cusco. Explore Cusco. 
Hotel, San Blas, Cusco. 
 
Monday July 30, Day 11: Part 2 departure from Cusco, or Part 1 only stay. 
Free day to wander and explore Cusco. Visit museums, go to sacred  
sites or shows provided on tourist ticket. San Blas Hotel. 
Tuesday July 31, Day 12: Part 1 only Departure from Cusco,  
Transport to airport to fly to Lima and home destinations.  
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Monday July 30, Day 11: Departure from Cusco, flight to Juliaca.  
Visit Amaru Maru, pre-Inka gateway between the Worlds, Sillistani 
ancient burial grounds towers are the womb of Pachamama  
giving birth towards the east. sun. Hotel in Puno. 
 
Tuesday July 31, Day 12: Copacabana, Bolivia 
Overland transport visiting churches of Pomata & Juli, arrive at  
Copacabana. Visit the sacred shrine with the famous statue 
 of  Copacabana Sun Virgin carved by the Indian Tito Yupanqu 
and the hidden Dark Madonna of fierce healing compassion. 
Ascend"Horca del Inca", that was an Inca Astronomic Observatory  
considered one of the oldest archeological ruins of Lake Titicaca.

Visit the Inca Staircase & Sacred fountain of eternal youth & happiness.  
Lunch at the "Uma Kollu" archaeological restaurant. Visit to the small  
handicraft market. Hydrofoil cruise to Huatajata. Visit of the "Andean  
Roots Eco Village and Altiplano Museum. Bus transfer to La Paz, Hotel. 
 
Saturday August 4, Day 16: Tiwanaku/La Paz 
Full Day 8 hr tour of Tiwanacu ruins and Sukakollos Tiwanacu, 
ancient sacred ceremonial site "the Cradle of the American Civilizations"  
(1580 BC-1200 AD). Visit the Sun Gate, Monoliths, temples of 
 Kalasasaya and Kontiki, the Akapana  Pyramid. Quiet ceremony.
